is directly from God’s irrepressible delight in doing good to us.

 Humility is:

 Believing redefining Gospel truths with full conviction & 

 Fundamentally reorienting our world-view from

 “I am strong & I have something to prove” to

 “God is unstoppable and He has made me His own”
